Alexander the Great – Opposing Viewpoints

Was Alexander Truly “Great”?

Oftentimes student will learn about a subject, and have the instructor supplement this learning through the use of film. For this particular project you will be completing the learning in reverse, first viewing a film and then using the film as the springboard for further historical research and analysis.

1. Your instructor will assign you a side in the debate regarding Alexander’s greatness

2. You will watch the movie Alexander, making notes on key scenes/events as you go. Choose scenes that you find interesting. You will also contemplate the central question at hand. 

3. Using your notes as a guide, you will research the history behind the film. For each, you will provide an analysis of how the film staid true to, or distorted, Alexander’s story.

4. In completing this specific research, you will also conduct of overview of Alexander’s history overall, again keeping in mind the central question.

5. Using your notes, you will engage in a class debate over Alexander’s greatness.
