
Course Culminating – CHC2D/2P
Identifying Defining Moments/Figures in Canadian History

This culminating activity asks you to examine the various periods studied over the course of the semester and to choose defining moments or figures from each to illustrate Canada’s “Coming of Age” as a Nation.
Sections to be Covered:

1) Canada Before WWI

2) Canada and WWI

3) Canada and the Roaring 20s

4) Canada and the Great Depression

5) Canada and WWII
For each section you will complete the following:

1) Identify with a title the event or figure that you have chosen

2) Attach a picture of the events or figure (can be a symbolic picture if need be)

3) A paragraphed section detailing facts about your chosen event/figure. This section must be researched, and must contain a minimum of 2 citations, one of which MUST be a direct quote.

4) A paragraphed section outlining why you chose the event/person, clearly showing its/their significance to the development of Canadian identity.
At the end of the assignment you will include:

1) Properly completed footnotes or endnotes

2) A bibliography for the sources used in your research (minimum 3, meaning you can’t simply use the textbook for all 5 entries)

	Statement goes into depth in each relevant category.  Student provides several specific and relevant details that demonstrate the topic’s significance.

	Statement goes into some depth in each relevant category, but is quite vague and general in nature.  More examples are needed to add strength to the argument.  
	The statement lacks depth and is absent of specific details in most or all of the categories.  It is evident that insufficient research was conducted and the student struggles to create a viable argument.
	The statement is either incomplete, contains only trace amounts of fact/detail or has serious factual errors that indicate a total lack of research.

Some questions represent higher order thinking. 
	Section is somewhat complete; Explanations are far too vague 

Do not reflect higher order thinking.
	Section is incomplete and/or incorrect.

Citations follow some rules but several errors can be found.
Bibliography contains some errors

Citations follow few of the Chicago style rules.

	0-1 sources are included.
