4. Compare/contrast the impact of Clarrise and Faber on Montag

5. Examine the society presented in the novel. Given that this book was written in 1953, how prophetic has Ray Bradbury’s vision proven? Make connections to modern society. 

6. Compare and contrast conformity and individuality as presented in Fahrenheit 451. 

7. Compare and contrast Mildred and Clarisse. What roles do they play? Could either truly survive?
