Course Culminating Activity – HSC4M

Website Creation (20% of Final Evaluation)
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The Website project is an opportunity for you to showcase individual learning and research that you have obtained during the course of the semester, and to integrate them in a cohesive manner. Your site should consist of at least 4 pages: a home page, along with 3 subpages that deal with various aspects of your overall topic. Additional pages are allowed and may be necessary to appropriately convey content. Any additional pages must meet the general site requirements. 

General requirements for the site include: 
• Site should exhibit strong design, user-friendly navigation, clear and consistent layout, and professional appearance. 

• Site should exhibit proper use of background, font, and colors. 

• Site should be free of grammatical/spelling errors. 

• Site must include links to various audio or video clips, as well as links to various articles relating to your topic
• Site must include numerous and well-chosen images 

• Information contained therein must be current and accurate
• Each page must have an appropriate title. 

• Each page must have a consistent navigation menu containing functional links to all other main pages 

• Each page MUST contain writing DONE BY YOU on the topic, explaining the gist and focus of the page
• All links should be correctly hyperlinked and working. 
Project Presentation (10% of Final Evaluation) 
You will present your website to the class near the end of the semester. The presentation should incorporate all of the aspects of good communication (eye contact, poise, humour, clarity, etc.).
The presentation should not be an in-depth examination of the website overall, but a “snap shot”. 

The presentation should start with a clear introduction of the chosen topic/theme, and then progress from page to page, showing clearly their link to the topic, as well as specific highlights from each page.

You do not have to show all video/audio clips, but a well-chosen selection is required within the presentation.
