Examining Greek Drama – Lysistrata and Medea
Groups will examine the following aspects of their chosen play:

1. The historical (Lysistrata) or mythological (Medea) backdrop to the story (i.e. what would the Greek audience have understood of the story prior to sitting down for a viewing?)

2. Information about the playwright

3. The portrayal of women/feminist interpretations of the play

4. A secondary theme of the groups choosing

· Each member of one group will choose a “shadow” member of the other group, who will act as a partner and sounding board as analysis and discussion of the plays progresses

· Visuals are required, as are the choosing and analysis of specific quotes from the play. An on-line enactment of the play should be used in order to show/discuss certain scenes
