1. Examine the cover art of the novel. Identify/discuss the symbolism in the visual. What questions are raised for you as a reader, based upon the cover art? Is the art effective?
2. The opening section (the novel does not use chapters) is titled “The Hearth and the Salamander”. With a partner if need be, identify the meaning of both terms. Why might the opening section have been named this? What questions and/or predictions can you develop based on the title of the section? 
3. The opening part of the text is oftentimes viewed as very confusing based on the author’s use of language. Identify what literary technique he is employing (think literary terms work done in R&J unit), and comment on its effectiveness.

4. What is a muse? How might Clarisse fill this function in relation to Montag? Give specifics from the novel thus far showing that Clarisse has begun to change or shape Montag

5. Examine the short passage when Montag reflects on the power-outage he spent with his mother. Comment.
