1. Choose 3 characters from the play

2. For each, determine what you feel is their ONE defining characteristic  
3. For each, you will then need to find two supports from the text to support your assertions, including direct quotes, and use these in order to compose  a well-structured paragraph (3 total pars. – 1 for each character) 
4. Proper transitions should be made from one support to another within the paragraph (see website on transition words – agreement words)
5. Remember that directly quoting and citing drama/poetry differs from doing so for prose. If you need support, please see me, or access the Purdue OWL guide link in the “writing skills” section of the class website
