Passion of the Christ – A Cross-Gospel Analysis

After having completed the question list regarding the Passion Narrative in the 4 Gospels, and having viewed Mel Gibson’s The Passion of the Christ, you will now compose a paper illustrating how Gibson utilized the sometimes disparate and contrasting information into one singular “story of Christ”.

Your paper should have a clear introductory paragraph, following the format taught in class.

The rest of the paper will deal with your analysis of what material Gibson drew from in order to create his story. At various times you will show:

a) What was specifically included

b) What was left out

c) What was synthesized  

For ease of composition, you may want to start at the beginning of the film and analyze what you feel are key events overall from the narrative (i.e. the arrest of Jesus, Jesus before Pilate, the death of Jesus, etc.).

Your paper may simply flow paragraph by paragraph (i.e. essay style), or you may choose to use subheadings in order to more effectively organize your thoughts/writing. I leave the choice up to you as mature learners and writers.
