Example Structure

Capulet – Mindful (thoughtful)


In the play thus far Capulet shows himself to be a mindful character. In act 1, scene 2, when Capulet is talking with Paris about the latter’s wish to marry his daughter Juliet, he shows an unwillingness to rush into such an important decision: “Let two more summers wither in their pride,/Ere we may think her ripe to be a bride” (10-11).  Moreover, later in the act Capulet is unwilling to allow Tybalt to fight Romeo at the Capulet ball, telling Tybalt to stand down, as, “I would not for the wealthy of all this town/Here in my house do him disparagement” (act 1, scene 5, 69-70).
